Installation, Operation &Repair Manual 
The DC macerator pump can be used in Yacht, RV, and Mobile kitc henware, Toile t exhau st 

syst em. It is des igned to em pty marine an d RV ho ld ing tanks of normal waste. It is also an 

exce ll ent choice fo r emptying f ish boxes of sca les an d residual waste. A f low rate of up to 12 

gallon s(45. OLPM} pe r m inute conven iently em pty any ta nk in min utes. Th e unique du al -cu t 

bla de design ensures waste is ground up thoroughly. The pump is se lf-priming up to a f ive foo t 

lift when impe ll er is wet , four fo ot lift when impell er is dry, but for opt imu m performance and 

l ife, it should be mounted as close to the tank as possible. Marine pump out must be in prope r 

discharge zones only . Thi s macerator w ill not hand le hard objects, rags, or femin in e, napkins.

Electrical Connections 
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WA RNING : If t he pump is operated in an area containing flammable vapors, t he wire lea ds must 
be joined by insulated mec hanica l locking connectors . Loose or inadequate wire con nections 
can spark, resulting in an ex plosion and in property damage, injury, or death, all e lectri ca l 
installa tion s should be do ne by a qu alified electrician. 

Pump should be operated on a separa t e circuit. 
Pump shou ld be connected to properly sized momenta ry switch. This prevents pump from 
damage due to long per iods of dry run condition. 
Switch shou ld be near pump . This will allow operator to hear change in pump sound when tank 
is empty. 
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NOTE: For proper operation motor must rotate counterclockwise when viewed from pump end.

Plumbing Connections 
Pump should be mounted <Js near as possible to tank to minimize dry run. Pump is more 

efficient if mounted near the holding tank. Installations should be done by qualified marine 

tech. 

INLET: 

Hose: 

Flange: 

Always install pump with a shut-off valve between pump and holding tank. 

Use 1-1/2" ID(non- collapsible 11acu1..rn rated) hose on inlet (suction) side. Use 

stainle~.:; steel hose clamps on all sr1nitation connections. 

To mount to 1-1/2"female flange, inlet barb must be cut off just before threads. 

Seal threads and hand tighten. 

Warning: Any air leak on inlet side can cause pump to run dry and can damage impeller ,1nd 

impeller housing. Check all inlet side connections, even those on deck plates.AII 

OUTLET: 

runs should be smooth with no kinks or sharp angles. 

USE l"or 1.88" ID hose on discharge side of pump. Connect to thru-hull fitting 

above highest heeled point above waterline. Vented loop installations rnust vent at 

least 10" above highest heeled point above waterline. Use stainless steel hose 

damps on all sanitation connections. 

INTERMITTENT DUTY ONLY! 
Operation: 
Pump switch must be near pump and tank sc1 operJtor ciJn hear pump running. 
Make sure shut-off value to pump and dump value (if equipped) are both open. 
Turn on momentary switch and pump out tank. When tank is ernpty, pump will 
get louder with a high pitch sound. Immediately turn pump off, or damage to 
impeller and housing will occur. Do not run pump dry for more than 15-·20 
seconds. Flush tank and pump with water after each use. this macerator will 
handle normal waste, tissues, cigarettes, fish scales, etc. it is not designed to 
handle large hard objects such as large bones or fruit pits. 
Periodic Maintenance and Storage: 
Flush with water after eilch use. Check wire connections occasionally. 1-\fter 
periods of non-use, impeller can stick. To loosen, open rear shaft cover and 
turn motor shaft clockwise with a flat tip screwdriver. then replace shaft cover. 
For extended periods of non· use, pump impeller can be lubricated by running a 
small amount of mineral oi! through holding tank system.
